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A completed application packet in-

cludes:  1) a report card or other 

form of progress reporting,  2) a   

letter of recommendation from a 5th 

grade teacher or principal, 3) CSAP 

state test results (or other academic 

assessment testing if CSAP is not 

available; and 4) A first round choice 

form if you live outside of Morey’s 

boundaries.  We accept scores from 

the most recent year of testing; 

CSAP scores should be proficient or 

higher.

ries, you must fill out a first round 

choice form which is available only 

in the month of January.  After   

January, a second round choice can 

be completed.

Morey Middle School has many      

different electives including: Art, P.E., 

Woodshop, Band, Orchestra, and 

Spanish  Sixth and Seventh grade stu-

dents have a wheel of electives that 

change each trimester, allowing them 

to investigate the different areas.
